At this time we have permission to use the works of several secondary
authors, othars have expressed much interest in contributing papers,
articles, essays and so forth. It is our opinion that most writers and
taachers today use word-processors — their data is already on disk. Va
feal that Teachers will appear and by means of telecommunication, will
be able, easily and conveniently, to help teach the world!

Secondary works can be made available by the forces within our movemant
so that in addition to all the individual mail lists, tha latest
avallable and yet to be announced information can be posted here - in
the Library.
