1.. COSMOGRAFHY

This outline deals with cosmography =-- the geography of thc cosmos; other presenta-
tions will consider its origin (cosmogony) and its character (cosmology).

DEFINITIONS:

Cosmography: "A general description of the world or of the universc; or the sclence
whioh tomches the constitution of the whole system of worlds, or the figure, dis-
position, and relation of all its parts.” -- ¥ebster.

Cosmology: "That branch of metaphysics which troats of the character of the uni-
verse as an orderly system or cosmosj also a treatise relating to the structure and
parts of the world system." -- Webster.

Cosmogony: "1l. The creation, origination, or manner of coming into bveing, of the
world or universe. 2. A theory or account of the origination of the universe;
also such theories considered as a department of knowledge." -- Webster.

"Your world, Urantia, is one of many similar inhabited planets which comprise

the local universe of Egpgggg, This universe, together with similar creations,
makes up the superuniverse of Qrvonton ... Orvonton is one of the seven evolution-
ary superuniverscs of time and space which circle the never=beginning, never-ending
creation of divine perfection -- the Central Universe of Havona. At the heart of
this Ltornal and Central Universe is the statibnary Isle of Paradise, the goographice
center of infinity and the dwelling place of the eternal God.

"Phe scven ovolving superuniverses in association with the Contral and Divine
Universc, we commonly rofor to as the Grand Universe; thesc are the now organized
and inhabited crcations. 'They are all a part of the Master Universe which also
ombraccs the uninhabited but mobilizing universes of outer space."(F:0:5 & 8)

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I. THE COSMOS

Cosmos is defined as "the universe conceived as an orderly
and harmonious system -- contrasted with chaos." =- Webster.

There are five essentially distinct but perfectly correlated lines of administrative
authority in the grand universe:

The Paradise Trinity.

¥hile this line of authority bifurcates through the order of Days and the
Master Spirits, the latter are separately considered. Note that the order

of Days embrace three levels of direct sovereignty:

l, Trinitized Secrets of Supremacy on the Father's Worlds.
2. IEternals of Days on the billion worlds of Havona.
3. Ancients of Days, rulers of the superuniverses.
While the orders of Days on sub-Orvonton levels are directly representative

of the Trinity, they are administratively responsible to the Ancients of
Days. ‘

The 7 Master Spirits.

l. Direct administration: in Havona, the Circuit Spirits; in Orvonton,
the Reflective Spirits and the Ancients of Days.

2. Indirect administration: the Creative Spirits are; by nature like the
Master Spitrit of superuniverse jurisdiction.

3. The Supreme Exccutives (board of managers for the Master Spirits) main-
tain administrative contact with all lovels.

The Infinite Spirit.

This line of administrative authority intersects that of the Master Spirits
in Havona (Circuit Spirits) but has its principal expression in the Creative
Spirits of tho local universes.

The Father-Son.

This is a direct linc of administration oxtending straight out from Paradise
to the Crcator Sons of the local universe being otherwise unaffiliated with
grand universe administration.

The Son-Spirit.

This administrative line stems from the Creator Son and the Creative Spirit
in the local universe passing down through constellation and system to
