
PAPER 45
THE LOCAL SYSTEM ADMINISTRATION

THE administrative center of Satania consists of
a cluster of architectural spheres, đĕy-seven in
number — Jerusem itself, the seven major satel-

lites, and the forty-nine subsatellites. Jerusem, the system
capital, is almost onehundred times the size ofUrantia, al-
though its gravity is a triĔe less. Jerusem’s major satellites
are the seven transition worlds, each of which is about ten
times as large as Urantia, while the seven subsatellites of
these transition spheres are just about the size of Urantia.

2 ăe seven mansion worlds are the seven subsatellites
of transition world number one.

3 ăis entire system of đĕy-seven architectural worlds
is independently lighted, heated, watered, and energized
by the co-ordination of the Satania Power Center and the
Master Physical Controllers in accordance with the es-
tablished technique of the physical organization and ar-
rangement of these specially created spheres. ăey are al-
so physically cared for and otherwise maintained by the
native spornagia.

1. TRANSITIONAL CULTURE WORLDS
1 ăe sevenmajor worlds swinging around Jerusem are

generally known as the transitional culture spheres. ăeir
rulers are designated from time to time by the Jerusem su-
preme executive council. ăese spheres are numbered and
named as follows:

2 ¶ Number 1. ąe Finaliter World. ăis is the head-
quarters of the đnaliter corps of the local system and is
surrounded by the receiving worlds, the seven mansion
worlds, dedicated so fully to the scheme of mortal ascen-
sion. ăe đnaliter world is accessible to the inhabitants
of all seven mansion worlds. Transport seraphim carry
ascending personalities back and forth on these pilgrim-
ages, which are designed to cultivate their faith in the
ultimate destiny of transition mortals. Although the đ-
naliters and their structures are not ordinarily percepti-
ble to morontia vision, you will be more than thrilled,
from time to time, when the energy transformers and the
Morontia Power Supervisors enable you momentarily to
glimpse these high spirit personalities who have actually
completed the Paradise ascension, andwho have returned
to the very worlds where you are beginning this long jour-
ney, as the pledge of assurance that youmay and can com-
plete the stupendous undertaking. All mansion world so-
journers go to the đnaliter sphere at least once a year for
these assemblies of đnaliter visualization.

3 ¶ Number 2. ąe Morontia World. ăis planet is
the headquarters of the supervisors of morontia life and
is surrounded by the seven spheres whereon the moron-
tia chiefs train their associates and helpers, bothmorontia
beings and ascending mortals.

4 In passing through the seven mansion worlds, you
will also progress through these cultural and social spheres
of increasing morontia contact. When you advance from
the đrst to the second mansion world, you will become
eligible for a visitor’s permit to transitional headquarters
number two, the morontia world, and so on. And when
present on any one of these six cultural spheres, you may,
on invitation, become a visitor and observer on any of the
seven surrounding worlds of associated group activities.

5 ¶ Number 3. ąe Angelic World. ăis is the head-
quarters of all the seraphic hosts engaged in system activi-
ties and is surrounded by the sevenworlds of angelic train-
ing and instruction. ăese are the seraphic social spheres.

6 ¶Number 4. ąeSuperangelWorld.ăis sphere is the
Satania homeof theBrilliant Evening Stars and a vast con-
course of co-ordinate and near-co-ordinate beings. ăe
seven satellites of this world are assigned to the seven ma-
jor groups of these unnamed celestial beings.

7 ¶Number 5. ąeWorld of the Sons. ăis planet is the
headquarters of thedivine Sons of all orders, including the
creature-trinitized sons. ăe surrounding seven worlds
are devoted to certain individual groupings of these di-
vinely related sons.

8 ¶ Number 6. ąe World of the Spirit. ăis sphere
serves as the system rendezvous of the high personalities
of the Inđnite Spirit. Its seven surrounding satellites are
assigned to individual groups of these diverse orders. But
on transition world number six there is no representation
of the Spirit, neither is such a presence to be observed on
the system capitals; the Divine Minister of Salvington is
everywhere in Nebadon.

9 ¶ Number 7. ąe World of the Father. ăis is the
silent sphere of the system. No group of beings is domi-
ciled on it. ăe great temple of light occupies a central
place, but no one can be discerned therein. All beings of
all the system worlds are welcomed as worshipers.

10 ăe seven satellites surrounding the Father’s world
are variously utilized in the different systems. In Sata-
nia they are now used as the detention spheres for the in-
terned groups of the Lucifer rebellion. ăe constellation
capital, Edentia, has no analogous prison worlds; the few
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seraphim and cherubimwhowent over to the rebels in the
Satania rebellion have been long since conđned on these
isolation worlds of Jerusem.

11 As a sojourner on the seventh mansion world, you
have access to the seventh transition world, the sphere of
the Universal Father, and are also permitted to visit the
Satania prison worlds surrounding this planet, whereon
are now conđned Lucifer and the majority of those per-
sonalities who followed him in rebellion againstMichael.
And this sad spectacle has been observable during these
recent ages andwill continue to serve as a solemnwarning
to all Nebadon until theAncients ofDays shall adjudicate
the sin of Lucifer andhis fallen associateswho rejected the
salvation proffered byMichael, their universe Father.

2. THE SYSTEM SOVEREIGN
1 ăe chief executive of a local system of inhabited

worlds is a primary Lanonandek Son, the System Sover-
eign. In our local universe these sovereigns are intrust-
ed with large executive responsibilities, unusual personal
prerogatives. Not all universes, even in Orvonton, are so
organized as to permit the System Sovereigns to exercise
such unusually wide powers of personal discretion in the
direction of system affairs. But in all the history of Neba-
don these untrammeled executives have exhibited disloy-
alty only three times. ăe Lucifer rebellion in the system
of Satania was the last and the most widespread of all.

2 In Satania, even aĕer this disastrous upheaval, abso-
lutely no changes have beenmade in the technique of sys-
tem administration. ăe present System Sovereign pos-
sesses all the power and exercises all the authority that
were invested in his unworthy predecessor except for cer-
tain matters now under the supervision of the Constella-
tion Fathers which theAncients ofDays have not yet fully
restored to Lanaforge, the successor of Lucifer.

3 ¶ăe present head of Satania is a gracious and bril-
liant ruler, and he is a rebellion-tested sovereign. When
serving as an assistant System Sovereign, Lanaforge was
faithful to Michael in an earlier upheaval in the universe
ofNebadon. ăismighty and brilliant Lord of Satania is a
tried and tested administrator. At the time of the second
system rebellion inNebadon, when the System Sovereign
stumbled and fell into darkness, Lanaforge, the đrst as-
sistant to the erring chief, seized the reins of government
and so conducted the affairs of the system that compara-
tively few personalities were lost either on the headquar-
ters worlds or on the inhabited planets of that unfortu-
nate system. Lanaforge bears the distinction of being the
only primary Lanonandek Son in all Nebadon who thus
functioned loyally in the service ofMichael and in the very

presence of the default of his brother of superior author-
ity and antecedent rank. Lanaforge will probably not be
removed from Jerusem until all the results of the former
folly have been overcome and the products of rebellion
removed from Satania.

4 ¶While all the affairs of the isolated worlds of Sata-
nia have not been returned to his jurisdiction, Lanaforge
discloses great interest in theirwelfare, andhe is a frequent
visitor on Urantia. As in other and normal systems, the
Sovereignpresides over the systemcouncil ofworld rulers,
the Planetary Princes and the resident governors general
of the isolated worlds. ăis planetary council assembles
from time to time on the headquarters of the system —
“When the Sons of God come together.”

5 Once a week, every ten days on Jerusem, the Sover-
eign holds a conclave with some one group of the vari-
ous orders of personalities domiciled on the headquarters
world. ăese are the charmingly informal hours of Jeru-
sem, and they are never-to-be-forgotten occasions. On Je-
rusem there exists the utmost fraternity between all the
various orders of beings and between each of these groups
and the System Sovereign.

6 ăese unique assemblages occur on the sea of glass,
the great gathering đeld of the system capital. ăey are
purely social and spiritual occasions; nothing pertaining
to the planetary administration or even to the ascendant
plan is ever discussed. Ascending mortals come togeth-
er at these times merely to enjoy themselves and to meet
their fellow Jerusemites. ăose groups which are not be-
ing entertained by the Sovereign at these weekly relax-
ations meet at their own headquarters.

3. THE SYSTEM GOVERNMENT
1 ăe chief executive of a local system, the System Sov-

ereign, is always supported by two or three Lanonandek
Sons, who function as đrst and second assistants. But at
the present time the system of Satania is administered by
a staff of seven Lanonandeks:

2 1. ąe System Sovereign — Lanaforge, number
2,709 of the primary order and successor to the apostate
Lucifer.

3 ¶ 2. ąe Ėrst assistant Sovereign — Mansurotia,
number 17,841 of the tertiary Lanonandeks. He was dis-
patched to Satania along with Lanaforge.

4 ¶ 3. ąe second assistant Sovereign — Sadib, num-
ber 271,402 of the tertiary order. Sadib also came to Sa-
tania with Lanaforge.

5 ¶ 4. ąe custodian of the system —Holdant, num-
ber 19 of the tertiary corps, the holder and controller of
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all interned spirits above the order of mortal existence.
Holdant likewise came to Satania with Lanaforge.

6 ¶ 5. ąe system recorder — Vilton, secretary of the
Lanonandekministry of Satania, number 374 of the third
order. Vilton was a member of the original Lanaforge
group.

7 ¶ 6. ąe bestowal director — Fortant, number
319,847 of the reserves of the secondary Lanonandeks
and temporary director of all universe activities trans-
planted to Jerusem since Michael’s bestowal on Urantia.
Fortant has been attached to the staff of Lanaforge for
nineteen hundred years of Urantia time.

8 ¶ 7. ąehigh counselor—Hanavard, number 67 of
the primary Lanonandek Sons and a member of the high
corps of universe counselors and co-ordinators. He func-
tions as acting chairman of the executive council of Sata-
nia. Hanavard is the twelĕh of this order so to serve on
Jerusem since the Lucifer rebellion.

9 ¶ăis executive group of seven Lanonandeks consti-
tutes the expanded emergency administration made nec-
essary by the exigencies of the Lucifer rebellion. ăere
are only minor courts on Jerusem since the system is the
unit of administration, not adjudication, but the Lano-
nandek administration is supported by the Jerusem exec-
utive council, the supreme advisory body of Satania. ăis
council consists of twelve members:

10 1. Hanavard, the Lanonandek chairman.
11 2. Lanaforge, the System Sovereign.
12 3. Mansurotia, the đrst assistant Sovereign.
13 4. ăe chief of Satania Melchizedeks.
14 5. ăe acting director of the Satania Life Carriers.
15 6. ăe chief of the Satania đnaliters.
16 7. ăe original Adam of Satania, the supervising

head of the Material Sons.
17 8. ăe director of the Satania seraphic hosts.
18 9. ăe chief of the Satania physical controllers.
19 10. ăe director of the system Morontia Power Su-

pervisors.
20 11. ăe acting director of systemmidway creatures.
21 12. ăe acting head of the corps of ascending mor-

tals.
22 ¶ăis council periodically chooses threemembers to

represent the local system on the supreme council at uni-
verse headquarters, but this representation is suspended
by rebellion. Satania nowhas anobserver at theheadquar-
ters of the local universe, but since the bestowal ofMicha-
el the system has resumed the election of ten members to
the Edentia legislature.

4. THE FOUR AND TWENTY COUNSELORS
1 At the center of the seven angelic residential circles

on Jerusem is located the headquarters of the Urantia ad-
visory council, the four and twenty counselors. John the
Revelator called them the four and twenty elders: “And
round about the throne were four and twenty seats, and
upon the seats I saw four and twenty elders sitting, clothed
in white raiment.” ăe throne in the center of this group
is the judgment seat of the presiding archangel, the throne
of the resurrection roll call of mercy and justice for all Sa-
tania. ăis judgment seat has always been on Jerusem,
but the twenty-four surrounding seats were placed in po-
sition no more than nineteen hundred years ago, soon af-
ter Christ Michael was elevated to the full sovereignty of
Nebadon. ăese four and twenty counselors are his per-
sonal agents on Jerusem, and they have authority to rep-
resent the Master Son in all matters concerning the roll
calls of Satania and in many other phases of the scheme
of mortal ascension on the isolated worlds of the system.
ăey are the designated agents for executing the special
requests of Gabriel and the unusual mandates ofMichael.

2 ăese twenty-four counselors have been recruited
from the eight Urantia races, and the last of this group
were assembled at the time of the resurrection roll call of
Michael, nineteen hundred years ago. ăis Urantia advi-
sory council is made up of the following members:

3 1. Onagar, the master mind of the pre-Planetary
Prince age, who directed his fellows in the worship of
“ăe Breath Giver.”

4 ¶ 2. Mansant, the great teacher of the post-Plane-
tary Prince age onUrantia, who pointed his fellows to the
veneration of “ăe Great Light.”

5 ¶ 3. Onamonalonton, a far-distant leader of the red
man and the one who directed this race from the worship
of many gods to the veneration of “ăe Great Spirit.”

6 ¶ 4. Orlandof, a prince of the blue men and their
leader in the recognition of the divinity of “ăe Supreme
Chief.”

7 ¶ 5. Porshunta, the oracle of the extinct orange race
and the leader of this people in the worship of “ăeGreat
Teacher.”

8 ¶ 6. Singlangton, the đrst of the yellow men to
teach and lead his people in the worship of “One Truth”
instead of many. ăousands of years ago the yellow man
knew of the one God.

9 ¶ 7. Fantad, the deliverer of the green men from
darkness and their leader in the worship of “ăe One
Source of Life.”
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10 ¶ 8. Orvonon, the enlightener of the indigo races

and their leader in the onetime service of “ăe God of
Gods.”

11 ¶ 9. Adam, the discredited but rehabilitated plan-
etary father of Urantia, a Material Son of God who was
relegated to the likeness of mortal Ĕesh, but who survived
and was subsequently elevated to this position by the de-
cree of Michael.

12 ¶ 10. Eve, the mother of the violet race of Urantia,
who suffered the penalty of default with hermate andwas
also rehabilitatedwith him and assigned to servewith this
group of mortal survivors.

13 ¶ 11. Enoch, the đrst of the mortals of Urantia to
fuse with the ăought Adjuster during the mortal life in
the Ĕesh.

14 ¶ 12. Moses, the emancipator of a remnant of the
submerged violet race and the instigator of the revival of
the worship of the Universal Father under the name of
“ăe God of Israel.”

15 ¶ 13. Elijah, a translated soul of brilliant spiritual
achievement during the post-Material Son age.

16 ¶ 14. Machiventa Melchizedek, the only Son of this
order to bestow himself upon the Urantia races. While
still numbered as a Melchizedek, he has become “forever
a minister of the Most Highs,” eternally assuming the as-
signment of service as amortal ascender, having sojourned
on Urantia in the likeness of mortal Ĕesh at Salem in the
days of Abraham. ăisMelchizedek has latterly been pro-
claimed vicegerent Planetary Prince ofUrantiawith head-
quarters on Jerusem and authority to act in behalf of Mi-
chael, who is actually the Planetary Prince of the world
whereon he experienced his terminal bestowal in human
form. Notwithstanding this, Urantia is still supervised
by successive resident governors general, members of the
four and twenty counselors.

17 ¶ 15. John the Baptist, the forerunner of Michael’s
mission onUrantia and, in the Ĕesh, distant cousin of the
Son of Man.

18 ¶ 16. 1-2-3 the First, the leader of the loyal midway
creatures in the service of Gabriel at the time of the Cali-
gastia betrayal, elevated to this position by Michael soon
aĕer his entrance upon unconditioned sovereignty.

19 ¶ăese selected personalities are exempt from the as-
cension regime for the time being, on Gabriel’s request,
and we have no idea how long they may serve in this ca-
pacity.

20 Seats numbers 17, 18, 19, and 20 are not permanent-
ly occupied. ăey are temporarily đlled by the unanimous
consent of the sixteen permanent members, being kept

open for later assignment to ascending mortals from the
present postbestowal Son age on Urantia.

21 Numbers 21, 22, 23, and 24 are likewise temporarily
đlled while being held in reserve for the great teachers of
other and subsequent ageswhich undoubtedlywill follow
the present age. Eras of the Magisterial Sons and Teach-
er Sons and the ages of light and life are to be anticipated
on Urantia, regardless of unexpected visitations of divine
Sons which may or may not occur.

5. THE MATERIAL SONS
1 ăe great divisions of celestial life have their head-

quarters and immense preserves on Jerusem, including the
various orders of divine Sons, high spirits, superangels,
angels, and midway creatures. ăe central abode of this
wonderful sector is the chief temple of theMaterial Sons.

2 ăe domain of the Adams is the center of attraction
to all new arrivals on Jerusem. It is an enormous area con-
sisting of one thousand centers, although each family of
Material Sons and Daughters lives on an estate of its own
up to the time of the departure of its members for ser-
vice on the evolutionary worlds of space or until their em-
barkation upon the Paradise-ascension career.

3 ăeseMaterial Sons are thehighest type of sex-repro-
ducing beings to be found on the training spheres of the
evolving universes. And they are really material; even the
PlanetaryAdams andEves are plainly visible to themortal
races of the inhabited worlds. ăeseMaterial Sons are the
last and physical link in the chain of personalities extend-
ing fromdivinity and perfection above down to humanity
and material existence below. ăese Sons provide the in-
habited worlds with a mutually contactable intermediary
between the invisible Planetary Prince and the material
creatures of the realms.

4 ¶ At the last millennial registration on Salvington
there were of record in Nebadon 161,432,840 Material
Sons and Daughters of citizenship status on the local sys-
tem capitals. ăe number of Material Sons varies in the
different systems, and their number is being constantly in-
creased by natural reproduction. In the exercise of their
reproductive functions they are not guided wholly by the
personal desires of the contacting personalities but also by
the higher governing bodies and advisory councils.

5 ¶ ăese Material Sons and Daughters are the per-
manent inhabitants of Jerusem and its associated worlds.
ăey occupy vast estates on Jerusem and participate liber-
ally in the local management of the capital sphere, admin-
istering practically all routine affairs with the assistance of
the midwayers and the ascenders.
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6 On Jerusem these reproducing Sons are permitted to

experiment with the ideals of self-government aĕer the
manner of theMelchizedeks, and they are achieving a very
high type of society. ăe higher orders of sonship re-
serve the veto functions of the realm, but in nearly every
respect the Jerusem Adamites govern themselves by uni-
versal suffrage and representative government. Sometime
they hope to be granted virtually complete autonomy.˚

7 ăe character of the service of the Material Sons is
largely determined by their ages. While they are not eli-
gible for admission to theMelchizedek University of Sal-
vington — being material and ordinarily limited to cer-
tain planets — nevertheless, the Melchizedeks maintain
strong faculties of teachers on the headquarters of each
system for the instruction of the younger generations of
Material Sons. ăe educational and spiritual training sys-
tems provided for the development of the younger Ma-
terial Sons and Daughters are the acme of perfection in
scope, technique, and practicability.

6. ADAMIC TRAINING OF ASCENDERS
1 ăe Material Sons and Daughters, together with

their children, present an engaging spectacle which nev-
er fails to arouse the curiosity and intrigue the attention
of all ascending mortals. ăey are so similar to your own
material sex races that you both đndmuch of common in-
terest to engage your thoughts and occupy your seasons of
fraternal contact.

2 Mortal survivors spend much of their leisure on the
system capital observing and studying the life habits and
conduct of these superior semiphysical sex creatures, for
these citizens of Jerusem are the immediate sponsors and
mentors of the mortal survivors from the time they at-
tain citizenship on the headquarters world until they take
leave for Edentia.

3 On the seven mansion worlds ascending mortals are
afforded ample opportunities for compensating any and
all experiential deprivations suffered on their worlds of
origin, whether due to inheritance, environment, or un-
fortunate premature termination of the career in the Ĕesh.
ăis is in every sense true except in the mortal sex life and
its attendant adjustments. ăousands of mortals reach
the mansion worlds without having beneđted particular-
ly from the disciplines derived from fairly average sex re-
lations on their native spheres. ăe mansion world ex-
perience can provide little opportunity for compensating

these very personal deprivations. Sex experience in a phys-
ical sense is past for these ascenders, but in close associa-
tion with theMaterial Sons andDaughters, both individ-
ually and as members of their families, these sex-deđcient
mortals are enabled to compensate the social, intellectual,
emotional, and spiritual aspects of their deđciency. ăus
are all those humans whom circumstances or bad judg-
ment deprived of the beneđts of advantageous sex associ-
ation on the evolutionary worlds, here on the system cap-
itals afforded full opportunity to acquire these essential
mortal experiences in close and loving association with
the supernal Adamic sex creatures of permanent residence
on the system capitals.

4 ¶ No surviving mortal, midwayer, or seraphim may
ascend to Paradise, attain the Father, and be mustered
into the Corps of the Finality without having passed
through that sublime experience of achieving parental re-
lationship to an evolving child of the worlds or some oth-
er experience analogous and equivalent thereto. ăe re-
lationship of child and parent is fundamental to the es-
sential concept of the Universal Father and his universe
children. ăerefore does such an experience become in-
dispensable to the experiential training of all ascenders.

5 ăe ascending midway creatures and the evolution-
ary seraphim must pass through this parenthood experi-
ence in association with theMaterial Sons andDaughters
of the system headquarters. ăus do such nonreproduc-
ing ascenders obtain the experience of parenthood by as-
sisting the Jerusem Adams and Eves in rearing and train-
ing their progeny.

6 All mortal survivors who have not experienced par-
enthood on the evolutionary worlds must also obtain this
necessary training while sojourning in the homes of the
JerusemMaterial Sons and as parental associates of these
superb fathers andmothers. ăis is true except in so far as
suchmortals have been able to compensate their deđcien-
cies on the system nursery located on the đrst transition-
al-culture world of Jerusem.

7 ¶ ăis probation nursery of Satania is maintained
by certain morontia personalities on the đnaliters’ world,
one half of the planet being devoted to this work of child
rearing. Here are received and reassembled certain chil-
drenof survivingmortals, such as those offspringwhoper-
ished on the evolutionary worlds before acquiring spiritu-
al status as individuals. ăe ascension of either of its nat-
ural parents insures that such a mortal child of the realms
will be accorded repersonalization on the system đnaliter

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planet and there be permitted to demonstrate by subse-
quent freewill choice whether or not it elects to follow
the parental path of mortal ascension. Children here ap-
pear as on the nativity world except for the absence of sex
differentiation. ăere is no reproduction of mortal kind
aĕer the life experience on the inhabited worlds.

8 Mansion world students who have one or more chil-
dren in the probationary nursery on the đnaliters’ world,
and who are deđcient in essential parental experience,
may apply for a Melchizedek permit which will effect
their temporary transfer from ascension duties on the
mansion worlds to the đnaliter world, where they are
granted opportunity to function as associate parents to
their own and other children. ăis service of parental
ministry may be later accredited on Jerusem as the fulđll-
ment of one half of the training which such ascenders are
required to undergo in the families of the Material Sons
and Daughters.

9 ăe probation nursery itself is supervised by one
thousand couples of Material Sons and Daughters, vol-
unteers from the Jerusem colony of their order. ăey are
immediately assisted by about an equal number of volun-
teer midsonite parental groups who stop off here to ren-
der this service on their way from the midsonite world of
Satania to the unrevealed destiny on their special worlds
of reservation among the đnaliter spheres of Salvington.

7. THE MELCHIZEDEK SCHOOLS
1 ăeMelchizedeks are the directors of that large corps

of instructors — partially spiritualized will creatures and
others — who function so acceptably on Jerusem and
its associated worlds but especially on the seven mansion
worlds. ăese are the detention planets, where thosemor-
tals who fail to achieve fusion with their indwelling Ad-
justers during the life in the Ĕesh are rehabilitated in tran-
sient form to receive further help and to enjoy extended
opportunity for continuing their strivings for spiritual at-
tainment, those very efforts which were prematurely in-
terrupted by death. Or if, for any other reason of hered-
itary handicap, unfavorable environment, or conspiracy
of circumstances, this soul attainment was not complet-
ed, nomatter what the reason, all who are true of purpose
and worthy in spirit đnd themselves, as themselves, pre-
sent on the continuing planets, where they must learn to
master the essentials of the eternal career, to possess them-
selves of traits which they could not, or did not, acquire
during the lifetime in the Ĕesh.

2 ăe Brilliant Evening Stars (and their unnamed co-
ordinates) frequently serve as teachers in the various edu-
cational enterprises of the universe, including those spon-

sored by the Melchizedeks. Also do the Trinity Teach-
er Sons collaborate, and they impart the touches of Par-
adise perfection to these progressive training schools. But
all these activities are not exclusively devoted to the ad-
vancement of ascending mortals; many are equally occu-
pied with the progressive training of the native spirit per-
sonalities of Nebadon.

3 ăeMelchizedek Sons conduct upward of thirty dif-
ferent educational centers on Jerusem. ăese training
schools begin with the college of self-evaluation and end
with the schools of Jerusem citizenship, wherein the Ma-
terial Sons andDaughters joinwith theMelchizedeks and
others in their supreme effort to qualify the mortal sur-
vivors for the assumption of the high responsibilities of
representative government. ăe entire universe is orga-
nized and administered on the representative plan. Rep-
resentative government is the divine ideal of self-govern-
ment among nonperfect beings.

4 Every one hundred years of universe time each sys-
tem selects its ten representatives to sit in the constella-
tion legislature. ăey are chosen by the Jerusem council
of one thousand, an elective body charged with the du-
ty of representing the system groups in all such delegated
or appointive matters. All representatives or other dele-
gates are selected by the council of one thousand electors,
and they must be graduates of the highest school of the
Melchizedek College of Administration, as also are all of
those who constitute this group of one thousand electors.
ăis school is fostered by theMelchizedeks, latterly assist-
ed by the đnaliters.

5 ¶ ăere are many elective bodies on Jerusem, and
they are voted into authority from time to time by three
orders of citizenship— theMaterial Sons andDaughters,
the seraphim and their associates, includingmidway crea-
tures, and the ascending mortals. To receive nomination
for representative honor a candidate must have gained
requisite recognition from theMelchizedek schools of ad-
ministration.

6 Suffrage is universal on Jerusem among these three
groups of citizenship, but the vote is differentially cast in
accordance with the recognized and duly registered per-
sonal possession of mota — morontia wisdom. ăe vote
cast at a Jerusem election by any one personality has a val-
ue ranging fromone up to one thousand. Jerusem citizens
are thus classiđed in accordance with their mota achieve-
ment.

7 From time to time Jerusem citizens present them-
selves to the Melchizedek examiners, who certify to their
attainment of morontia wisdom. ăen they go before the
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examining corps of theBrilliantEveningStars or their des-
ignates, who ascertain the degree of spirit insight. Next
they appear in the presence of the four and twenty coun-
selors and their associates, who pass upon their status of
experiential attainment of socialization. ăese three fac-
tors are then carried to the citizenship registrars of repre-
sentative government, who quickly compute themota sta-
tus and assign suffrage qualiđcations in accordance there-
with.

8 ¶ Under the supervision of the Melchizedeks the as-
cending mortals, especially those who are tardy in their
personality uniđcation on the new morontia levels, are

taken in hand by theMaterial Sons and are given intensive
training designed to rectify such deđciencies. No ascend-
ingmortal leaves the systemheadquarters for themore ex-
tensive and varied socialization career of the constellation
until these Material Sons certify to the achievement of
mota personality— an individuality combining the com-
pleted mortal existence in experiential association with
the budding morontia career, both being duly blended by
the spiritual overcontrol of theăought Adjuster.
