We�ll give a brief overview exploring  a model of family culture based on
seven key components found in The Urantia Book.  This will be followed by
small interactive groups to look in depth at these components:  1) the five
sacred human loyalties; 2) the endowments and influences in a child�s mind;
3) the soil essential for religious growth; 4) the development of the moral
nature; 5) synchronizing the eye of the material mind with the eye of  the
spiritualized intellect to reveal reality; 6) balanced growth; 7) the purpose of
group religious activities.  Participants should expect to leave with a model
which will be helpful for making value oriented and wisdom based decisions
about the myriad of earthly activities which flow through each individual
family culture.

Recent advances in observational astronomy have provided three-di-
mensional maps of the distribution of galaxies in space that show universe
organization on a larger scale than was known in the early part of the cen-
tury. The Urantia Book describes universe organization on a similarly vast
scale from a revelatory perspective. Douglas Scott will present an overview
of current work by cosmologists on large-scale structure. Irwin Ginsburgh
will discuss the significance of this work for our understanding of the cos-
mology of The Urantia Book.

Douglas Scott is a member of the UBC faculty in the Department of
Physics and Astronomy. His research interests include theoretical cosmol-
ogy, cosmic microwave background, and structure formation.
